Beth Rogers from Veterinary Specialty and Emergency Center (VSEC) in Overland Park, KS, spoke to our Rotary Club.  VSEC is an emergency room for pets where care and services for your animals are available 24 hours a day - 365 days a year.

 
Beth is in charge of the dog and cat blood donation program at VSEC.  This is a program where people volunteer their pets to give blood approximately once every 6 weeks so that VSEC can have a blood supply on hand for the surgeries and other emergencies they perform every day.  Animals accepted into this program are closely screened and must be in excellent health, but they must also have a good temperament to make blood donation possible.  Animals who donate their blood save the lives of other animals suffering from injuries, accidental ingestions, cancer and other diseases, etc., so it's really important that the VSEC blood bank stays full at all times.
